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General, 40% for SC/ST/OBC and 45% for PH Gen-PH and 40% 't:%r SC-PH/ST-
PH/OBC-PH category candidates. As per clause 4(2) of Graduate Medical Education
Regulation 1997 of Medical Council of India, for becoming eligible for entrance
examination, candidate must have passed in the subject of Physics, Chemistry,
Biology/Bio-Technology and English individually and must have obtained a
minimum of 50% marks (40% for SC/ST/OBC and 45% for Gen-PH and 40% for
SC-PH/ST-PH/OBC-PH category candidates) taken together in Physics, Chemistry,
